NAPLAN Tests for Years Three and Five  
The National Assessment Program -  Literacy and        
Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests for Years 3, 5, 7, and 9        
students will be held on Tuesday 12th, Wednesday 13th 
and Thursday 14th May. The  NAPLAN tests are          
conducted by the Victorian Curriculum and  Assessment 
Authority (VCAA) on behalf of the Ministerial Council of 
Education, Employment, Training and Youth Affairs 
(MCEETYAA). The tests will be administered by our staff 
in the childrenôs classroom. The results provide information 
about how the children perform in test situations in Literacy 
and Numeracy. 
Later in the year parents of Year 3 and 5 children will    
receive a personal report. The report will describe their 
childôs particular skills in reading, writing, language       
conventions and numeracy at the time of testing. The   
report will also show how the child performed in relation to 
national minimum      standards. These describe minimum 
acceptable standards for students across Australia.
