Artificial Grassed Area  
If you have been at school recently you would have  
noticed that the work on the area which was previously 
a bog in winter and a dust bowl in summer has started. 
Everything should be ready for the children to enjoy the 
new area at the start of Term 3. The funding from the 
Commonwealth Governmentôs National School Pride 
Program has allowed us to lay a large area of artificial 
grass which will be suitable for all activities including 
athletics, football and soccer. We will be having soccer 
goals and new football posts constructed. The sides of 
the area have been mounded and mulched. Eventually 
these mounds will be planted with shrubs and                       
indigenous trees. We will also have a ñmini play areaò 
between the artificial surface and the school building. 
The artificial surfaced area will be a great addition to the 
school. 
 
Building Educational Revolution . (BER) 
We have just been notified that we have been           
successful in our submission to gain funding for the 
Commonwealth Governmentôs Building Educational 
Revolution. This means that we are eligible to be funded 
for six new classrooms and a new library and            
community centre. While this is exciting news there is 
one drawback in that we do not have the opportunity to 
design the building to individually suit our site and our 
own requirements. The reason for this is that the       
Department has strict timelines covering the            
commencement and completion of the projects which 
will be occurring across the state. To meet the timeline 
the Department designed a few building templates from 
which we could choose one. Although I would like more 
freedom to design all aspects of the building I do not 
believe in looking a gift horse in the mouth so am quite 
happy to take what is on offer. I shall keep you up to 
date with this exciting developments as the details are 
worked out in relation  to timelines and how it will affect 
the children.
