Solar News  
On Wednesday this week Kingsley Park switched on its 
solar array and began producing electricity to feed back 
into the state grid. This is an exciting time for the school 
and completes the next stage in our efforts to become 
environmentally sustainable. We have already upgraded 
all fittings to ensure that we are as water wise as       
possible. The playing field has reduced our water needs 
dramatically and our children are planting drought     
tolerant plants to complement this area. Rubbish free 
lunches and recycling has reduced the amount sent to 
landfill and further reduced our environmental footprint.
