At last Tuesdayôs School Council meeting Mr. Henry 
Scholtes, a school reviewer, presented his report on our 
self evaluation.

In his report to Council Mr. Scholtes complemented the 
school on our academic achievements; the clearly    
articulated confidence and pride of the children; the   
displays of quality work and our learning environment. 
He made recommendations on where we can continue 
to grow and develop.
